Eco sensitivity analysis should be undertaken by the
Consultant to understand the status of existing ecology of the
island(s).

The findings of the eco-sensitivity analysis, so carried out,
would be used for identification of projects (land-based,
offshore and deep-sea projects) and also for preparing
Environment Impact Assessment (EIA)/Rapid EIA as and
when required.
The consultant shall provide detailed evaluation of the
sensitivities of the island eco-system, as mentioned above.
Issues such as vulnerability to natural disasters shall also be
highlighted as part of the assessment. A consolidated Eco-
sensitivity analysis providing clear assessment and requisite
management measures would be undertaken by the
Consultant.

Detailed ecological survey (both terrestrial and marine) is not feasible
within the timeframe provided as it is also weather dependent and
requires interpretations in different seasons.
Instead the ecological study should be based on secondary data
available and sample field verifications. Section 2.4.5 package iv says
“all the studies required for identification of the projects and
preparation of the necessary project details, technical, financial and
managerial would be done by the Consultant”
The same  is applicable for  necessary  clearance.
The scale and kind of the studies required will be known only when the
projects are finalized . At this stage committing for the same or
calculating budgets for the same is not possible, hence either the scope
should be made limited to only technical and financial project
prefeasibility or a clause should be inserted to revisit the financials once
the studies have been identified and their scopes have been mapped by
the consultants.
